For the avoidance of doubt, the Tables will not be available for use in
any other geographic jurisdiction unless approved by all the Table Sponsors, and nor
will the BFA be prohibited from promoting events internationally, on other
manufacturerOgables, or of non-ranking (local) events.

The obligations of the Organisers are several, and failure by one Organiser to
perform its obligations under the Finance Documents will not affect the rights or
obligations of any other Party. In addition, the obligations of an individual Organiser
in relation to a specific UK Foosball Tournament will lapse following satisfactory
return of the Tables to the Coordinator and confirmation of satisfactory payment of
all related fees (including Penalty Fees, if any), at which point that Organiser will
cease to have any obligations under this Finance Agreement.

The BFAQOsrights and obligations

It is understood that The BFA is an unincorporated association and as such cannot
be legally liable for breach of any contract. Furthermore it is understood that the
parties signing on behalf of The BFA are acting as representatives of The BFA and
not as individuals on their own behalf. The BFA is therefore only party to this
agreement as an organisation body whose compliance is critical to the provision of
the Tables by the Table Sponsors under the Scheme, and failure by The BFA to act
(or those in operational control of The BFA to act) will be deemed to be a
Termination Event.

It is envisaged that, beyond legal duties and obligations, The BFA has a strong
moral obligation to act in the best interests of the Table Sponsors, whose
participation in this scheme is being made solely to promote Foosball in the UK inline
with The BFAOgundamental mission statement. It is therefore expected that current
and future management committees of The BFA will actively support this position
and failure to do so will be a Termination Event.

MANAGEMENT OF THE SCHEME

Purpose

Amounts provided by the Table Sponsors will be applied towards purchase of the
Tables (including transportation arrangements) as detailed in Appendix A, with any
excess being applied to the Bank Account. The Tables, together with any funds in

a monthly basis.

CoordinatorOs calculations

All calculations made by the Coordinator pursuant to the Facilities Agreement will be
made available to the Table Sponsors promptly (being within 30 days of relevant
event) for verification. In the event of any dispute in calculations, the calculation will
be redone in accordance with the instructions of the Majority Sponsors (acting
reasonably).

Bank accounts

All monies received by the Coordinator on behalf of the Scheme will be put into the
Bank Account. This account will also be used to pay costs and expenses from time
to time. The outstanding principal amount in the account will accrue until winding up
of the Scheme (or as otherwise directed by the Majority Sponsors and The BFA).
The Coordinator should use reasonable endeavours to maximise interest receivable
on any cash assets of the Scheme.

Reporting
The Coordinator will:

(@) provide to the Table Sponsors after every utilisation of the Scheme assets a
detailed breakdown of the Fees relating to such utilisation, together with a
confirmation of status of the Tables.

(b) produce, on a monthly basis (reconciled to bank account statements)
detailed accounts showing income and expenses, broken down by
(amongst other things) Table Fees (including ongoing tally of Minimum
Table Fees), Penalty Fees, interest received, transportation income or
costs, other costs relating to the Scheme.

(c) produce, at least once every six months, a statement of Scheme assets,
including a breakdown of the Outstanding Commitments, a detailed report
on the status of each of the Scheme assets (status of Table wear and tear)
and a look forward for the following six months in terms of expected events
and impact on financials.

REPAYMENT

(c) Any Table Sponsor electing to receive Discounted Entry will be exempt from
paying Table Fees (up to a maximum of £5 per UK Foosball Tournament),
with such amount not payable by that individual being netted off the Fees
payable by the Organiser for such event.

Break Costs

In the event the Scheme is unwound, any out of pocket expenses incurred by the
Coordinator on behalf of the Table Sponsors will be shared between the Table
Sponsors pro rata for their allocations (up to an amount of their Outstanding
Commitments).

FEES

Arrangement fee
The Scheme shall pay to the Table Sponsors an arrangement fee in the amount of

FORM OF BFA POLICY

This is a BFA Policy Document covering the contract the BFA is entering into
under the Facility Agreement dated on or around 15 October 2007 (the
OAgreementO).

The BFA is entering into the Agreement in order to secure the supply of ten
Garlando Tables for use at BFA ranking tournaments, for the period through to 1
January 2010 (the OSchemeO).

The terms of the Agreement have been negotiated with the Table Sponsors such
that the Scheme provides secure low cost, arms-length financing in a manner that
will limit the downside risk to the BFA but with upside retained for the BFA.

The BFA acknowledges that it is under an obligation to finance storage
arrangements for the Scheme. The BFA also acknowledges that it has various
obligations under the Scheme, including with regards to continuing to support the
scheme, and that breach of these obligations will be a termination event.

Of the restrictions placed on the BFA, the BFA would like to point out in particular the
following restrictions, which are required in order to make the Scheme viable:

€] Potential tournament organisers of Garlando events will be required to
utilize the Scheme (in full through hire of 10 tables) in order to secure BFA
ranking status

(b) Schemes whereby The BFA has sought to bulk-buy tables in order to
secure discounts for its members will be prohibited in order to ensure a
competitive aftermarket for the tables on envisaged expiry of the Scheme on
1 January 2010.
